The Special Needs Review was conducted by Brian Lamb in December 2009. The inquiry for the government said a lack
of support and information was making some parents of children with special needs and disabilities among t
in the country.

bl Improvements to tribunals that hear special needs cases
Experts have criticized the inquiry for failing to deal with the major issues concerning parents. Special needs lawyer

Last year we decided to do something slightly different for our holiday.

Initially it was driven by need but it turned out to be the best decision we

could have made. We wanted to go to Italy but to get the best out o f our
holiday we really needed to have a car. We could have hired one when we got
there but the cost of hiring one big enough to hold the wheelchair, walking
frame, buggy and all our luggage made the cost of the holiday rather high.
After much deliberation  we decided we would take our own car instead.
Friends thought we must be mad to spend so much time in the car with 2 young
boys but we went armed with DVD players, Nintendo DS and plenty of games
and puzzles.

It took us 2 days to get to Lake Como, with overnight stops in Reims and
Stuttgart. We watched an ever changing landscape and had our own little
geography lesson along the way. We reached our destination feeling relaxed,
having had none of the stress of th e airport or having to get up in the middle
of the night to catch a plane. We spent a wonderful week at Lake Como with
the freedom to go wherever we wished in a car that was familiar to drive. Our
return journey took us through France where we visited some of the vineyards
and enjoyed the French cuisine, again staying for 2 nights at different stops.
The whole experience was wonderful and we ended up with an 11 day holiday for less money than flying and hiring a car

| for 7 days. We saw things and did things we could not have done
without a car. The German Autobahns really do live up to their
reputation, FAST! However, we clocked up over 1800 miles without
seeing a single accident or lane closure, which is not something |
can say for our own motorways!

Back in October we were contacted by Taylor Mathis and some fellow students from Chessington
Community College who wanted to find out more about our charity for a forthcoming project. It
turned out, that following their research of several local chasitithey had picked SCAMPPS as the
charity they wanted to represent for the Youth Philanthropy Initiative (YPI).

The YPI is an international programme that aims to develop the community leaders of the future.
Pupils in year 9 or year 10 (aged 14/ 15)kvin small groups to research the needs of their local
community and identify the grassroots social service charity they believe is best placed to make a
positive contribution. The group judged to have made the best presentation in each school is
granted £3,000 to award to their charity. During this process, pupils develop teamwork,
communication and presentation skills as well as the technical skills needed for effective giving.

Taylor and her team interviewed SCAMPPS representatives and visited JOGadghmresearch
which led to an excellent presentation. Despite making it through to the final round they were just
pipped at the post and had to settle for a very impressiVepce.

Help Lines ..

Extra Tax Credit Payments

If you child is awarded the DLA (Disability Living Allowance) having not receivéutd, loe has an existing DLA award
increased to the higher rate, this can lead to extra child tax credit payments known as disability elements. The rules on
backdating these payments have been simplified. Prior to April 2009, parents had to notifx thffica when they
claimed the DLAndwhen it was awarded. However, since 2009 parents only need notify the tax office when the DUA is
awarded.

IF you are awarded the DLA for your child or have an existing award raised to a higher level, you neexlitddetoffice
know within 3 months of the DLA decision and tax credits should then be backdated.
